Specifications
Your paper must conform to the following Microsoft Word specifications. You may set the required specification:  In Microsoft Word, click on “File” menu and then click on “Page Setup” menu. In the “Page Setup” window, use the following margin settings: Top: 2.5 cm.  Bottom: 2.5 cm. Left:  3.0 cm.  Right: 2.0 cm. Gutter:  0” Header:  1.75 cm.  Footer: 1.25 cm. Gutter position select “left.” In the “Paper Size” window, use B5 (JIS) format. 18.2 cm × 25.7 cm. Figure captions

(2) The sentences consist the author’s names and (year published, page number).
Example: Kanokon Boonsarngsuk (2002) studied ………… 
(3) The paragraph consist the year published, author’s names and page number.

Example: In 1996, According to Kaplan and Norton, “the implementation of the Balanced Scorecard allows the organization to be managed successfully. It support the deployment of business strategies, meeting customer needs, and the visibility of process problem” (p. 7).

Without a DOI (Database or Website)

Format: Author's last name, Initial(s). (Year of publication). Title of the article. Journal Title, volume number (issue number), pages. URL

Example: Aa, B., & Hh, C. (xxxx). APA Citation. Educational Technology, 11(1), 111. https://www. Educationaluniversity.com

NOTE: Capitalize the first letter of the first word of the title and any subtitles, as well as the first letter of any proper nouns. The full title of the book, including any subtitles, should be stated and italicized.

NOTE: When a reference has up to seven authors, spell out all authors names in the reference list.

Format: Author's last name, Initial(s). (Year, Month Day of publication). Title of the article. Magazine Title, volume number(issue), pages.

Format: Author's last name, Initial(s). (Year, Month Day of publication). Title of the article. Newspaper Title, pages. Discontinuous pages are separated by commas

BOOK BY A SINGLE AUTHOR

Format: Author's last name, Initial(s). (Year of publication). Title of the book. Publisher name.

Example: Aa, C. (1999). The valentine & its origins. Frederick A. Praeger.

WEBSITE

Format: Author's last name, Initial(s). (Year, Month Day of publication or date of last revision, if known). Title of work. Site name. URL.

VIDEO
