2. Courses

Aichi University offers Japanese Language Course for Exchange Students (JLCES),students
have to take 7 classes in the course.

Students who are evaluated to have Japanese language proficiency higher than JLPT N2 by
placement test before arriving to Japan need to take two required courses (1 credit each) from
JLCES and rest of them from undergraduate courses of Aichi University. However, for
undergraduate courses, students are required to take four Japanese classes (1 credit each) in
principle. Please refer to “Aichi University Japanese Language Course for Exchange Students
(JLCES)."

3. Accommodation

Aichi University prepares an apartment building near the campus for exchange students.
Exchange students can experience living by themselves within a certain walking distance from
campus. Details of the accommodation will be shared later.

Housing aid is available for exchange students who do not receive a scholarship from
JASSO (Japan Student Services Organization). By applying for the housing aid at an
orientation after arrival, 90,000 yen will be deducted from the full accommodation rent.

The Accommodation rent (After applying deduction of housing aid) is 216,000 yen per
semester. The full amount is to be paid by cash in the beginning of each semester.

4. Health Care and Medical Insurance

Exchange students are required to sign up for adequate overseas travel insurance before arriving
to Japan. The insurance must provide coverage for COVID-19 and include the following contents. A
copy of the insurance certificate shall be submitted to Aichi University. Course registration will not
be allowed without it.

Exchange students are also required to enroll in the National Health Insurance (NHI) system,
which costs about 15,000 yen per year. With joining the NHI, the medical cost for illness or injury at
medical institutions will be reduced to 30% of the whole amount.

Aichi University has a school healthcare office. In this office, students can receive counseling and
advice on health problems and simple examinations such as blood pressure measurement. If
necessary, staff will refer students to an appropriate hospital or clinic for treatment. In addition,
students are able to have a simple health checkup performed by a school doctor.
